WHAT YOU NEED:

+ A twig with many branches Cut out leaves from the green paper, big enough to place
- Green paper — make shapes of leaves on it family members names on it More leaves the better.
+ Textas, scissors, wool, a hole punch, paper cup, lump Punch a hole at the end of the leaves and tie with wool.

Place the leaves starting from the child name on the top
branch, down to the grandparents.

Tie each leaf securely with the wool.
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
